From 1937 to 1943 he hosted a radio program entitled Music and Balletfor station WQXR, New York,
and in 1947-48, was general manager for the San Francisco Civic Ballet Association. A lecturer and
writer, his publications include To the Ballet(1935), Ballet Profile(1936), and At the Ballet(1956). He
died, age 64, December 26, 1959, in New Milford, Connecticut.
