Frederick Starr was born in Auburn, New York in 1858 and died in Tokyo in 1833. i
vecelved his Ph.D. from Lafavette Collage, Faston, Penngylvania, and from 18R3-188% +aught
biology at Coe College and geography at Chatauqua University. He worked at the American
Museum of Natural History as a classifier in the Department of Dthnology. In 1891 he taught
geology and anthrepology at Pomona College and in the following year he organized the depar
ment of a;nthropology at the newly-established University of Chicago where he taught until
retirersnt in 19

The bulk of th@ papers deals with his work as an anthronpologist among the Trdian tr.'
