There are also
letters relating to the author, dating from 1853 to [1869], between various correspondents including
Elizabeth Leveson-Gower, Charles Beecher, Elihu Burritt, Calvin Ellis Stowe, Lady Georgiana
Cavendish Howard Carlisle, W. M. Rossetti, and others. There are letters to Stowe from Henry Ward
Beecher, Lyman Beecher, Lady Anna Isabella Milbanke Byron, George William Carlisle, Joseph
Durham, Amos Lawrence, James Russell Lowell, Wendell Phillips, John Ruskin, and others, dating
from [1851?] to 1860.
