A later
letter references his postwar agrarian pursuits in Georgia. Also present are fragments of letters and
other writings; notes from an unknown source on Greene's campaigns; and an undated transcription of
an illustrated narrative of the Battle of Eutaw Springs (1781) taken from Johnson's Life of General
Greene
